School Day and Punctuality

The school day runs from 8:55am to 3:15pm, with children able to arrive from 8:45am. We
encourage all children to arrive promptly so they can settle into their learning environment calmly
and confidently.

Attendance Expectations

£80 per parent, per child.

In such cases, you will be invited into school to discuss how we can work
together to support improvement.
